Growing Pains – Part 4
A Word to Parents
Deuteronomy 6:1
· This is God’s Word.  

· It is a perfect treasure of divine instruction. 

· It has God for its author, 

· salvation for its end, 


· and truth, without any mixture of error, for its matter. 

· It is the supreme source of truth 

· for what we believe 

· and how we live.  
These are the commands, decrees and laws the LORD your God directed me to teach you to observe in the land that you are crossing the Jordan to possess, so that you, your children and their children after them may fear the LORD your God as long as you live by keeping all his decrees and commands that I give you, and so that you may enjoy long life.  Hear, O Israel, and be careful to obey so that it may go well with you and that you may increase greatly in a land flowing with milk and honey, just as the LORD, the God of your fathers, promised you. Deuteronomy 6:1-3
For He (God)…commanded our ancestors to teach them (God’s Words) to their children, so the next generation might know them— even the children not yet born— and they in turn will teach their own children. So each generation should set its hope anew on God, not forgetting his glorious miracles and obeying his commands. Psalm 78:5-7

After that whole generation had been gathered to their fathers, another generation grew up, who knew neither the LORD nor what he had done for Israel. Judges 2:10 (NIV)

How to Keep from Losing our Children

To the World

1. Know the Lord personally.

Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God, the LORD is one. Deuteronomy 6:4
Listen, Israel: The LORD is our God. The LORD is the only God. Deuteronomy 6:4 (GW)

I am the LORD; there is no other God…  Isaiah 45:5 
2. Love the Lord passionately.

And you must love the LORD your God with all your heart, all your soul, and all your strength. Deuteronomy 6:5
3. Pursue the Lord consistently.

And you must think constantly about these commandments I am giving you today. Deuteronomy 6:6 (TLB)

Memorize his laws Deuteronomy 6:6 (CEV)

4. Teach the Lord intentionally.

Repeat them again and again to your children. Talk about them when you are at home and when you are on the road, when you are going to bed and when you are getting up. Tie them to your hands and wear them on your forehead as reminders. Write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates. Deuteronomy 6:7-9
